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Executive Summary

The International Addiction Technology Transfer Cen ter in Ukraine (I-ATTC) officially launches at its
opening conference in Kyiv on 15 and 16 November 20 17 with broad participation from Ukrainian and
international specialists, scholars, and civic lead ers. Substance use is the primary driver of the HIV
epidemic in Ukraine. The I-ATTC was created to enhance HIV treatment and prevention in Ukraine by
providing guidance on the clinical management of substance used disorders. The I-ATTC represents a broad
collaboration of Ukrainian and international governmental and nongovernmental organizations and is led by the
University of California San Diego, the Ukrainian Research Institute for Social and Forensic Psychiatry and
Drug Abuse, and the University of California Los Angeles. At its opening conference, the I-ATTC directors,
local and international experts, and civic leaders convened to discuss the scope of the I-ATTC's work, its
mission, and its first steps. Highlights from the conference include the following:

1. Conference presenters and participants delineate the link between substance use and the HIV
epidemic in Ukraine, especially among people who in  ject drugs (PWID):
21.9% of people with HIV in Ukraine inject drugs (compared to less than 1% of the general population).
Psychosocial syndemics such as substance use are barriers to HIV epidemic control in Ukraine.
Ukraine has been committed to addressing substance use disorders, but uptake into medically assisted
treatment (such as methadone maintenance) is poor.

2. The I-ATTC is introduced as a flexible tool to e nhance efforts to promote HIV treatment and
prevention in the setting of high rates of injectio n drug use.
First started in the United States 25 years ago, ATTCs promote best practices in treating addiction.
ATTCs have been effective in diverse settings. For example, tailored health system strengthening
efforts of the Vietnam-ATTC markedly reduced HIV transmission among PWID.
The I-ATTC can both adapt existing tools to the Ukrainian context and create new innovations.

3. Participants endorse the use of the I-ATTC to ad  dress Ukraine’s substance use treatment gap.

- Conference participants from diverse backgrounds, including narcology and psychiatry, expressed a
common commitment to integrating best practices in substance use treatment into HIV care and
prevention efforts, advancing the “95-95-95" HIV continuum of care goals, and serving key populations.
Conference participants laid foundation to future collaborations among the I-ATTC, local substance use
and HIV service providers, policy makers and their respective institutions, organizations, and funders.

4. The conference delivers an initial plan to provi  de training, technical assistance, and technology
transfer to address Ukraine’s co-evolving substance use and HIV epidemics:
- The formation of an advisory board with guidance from local and international partners
Convening a stakeholders meeting to assess needs and promote partnership and innovation.
An initial plan to work with partners to reform policy, eliminate structural barriers for access to care, and
to introduce evidence-based substance use treatment programming and measurable indicators of
impact in communities affected by a high prevalence of HIV.

The conference demonstrated the great potential of the I-ATTC to transform knowledge of and attitudes toward
substance use disorders in Ukraine. The conference convened with a goal that the I-ATTC build partnerships
within Ukraine to assist in gaining control of its HIV epidemic and strengthening the health system.
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l. BACKGROUND
[.A. The rationale for the I-ATTC and conference

Since the identification of the first HIV-infected individual in Ukraine in 1987, the country has been experiencing
the most severe HIV epidemic in Europe. Injection practices in people who inject drugs (PWIDs) remain a
primary means of HIV transmission in Ukraine, although, as in other countries in the region, an increasing
proportion of Ukraine’s new HIV infections are associated with sexual transmission, including to and from the
sexual partners of PWID. A higher proportion of heterosexual women compared to heterosexual men reported
contact with PWID, suggesting a bridge in risk between PWID and their sexual partners.

There is no centralized data collection on the current drug use situation or monitoring system in Ukraine.
However, multiple international and local sources estimate that about 1,200,000 to 1,400,000 people are
impacted by substance use disorders. The number of PWIDs is estimated to be 330,000-350,000. Most
common classes of substances used are opioids (65.5%), followed by the amphetamine type substances-
ATS (38.4%), cannabinoids (9.7%), and common poly-drug use (24.2%). The official statistics of intoxication
with psycho-active substances by the Ukrainian Monitoring and Medical Center of Drug and Alcohol
(UMMCDA) and the Center of Medical Statistics of the Ministry of HEalth shows that in 2016, emergency
treatment for IPAS was provided to 5,129 persons, 46% (n=2363) of them in emergency rooms (50% - not
identified substances), 40% in in-patient hospitals, and 14% in out-patient facilities. The results of a survey
on overdose among people who use drugs (“Alliance”, 2010, n=2821) showed that more than 50% of
respondents experienced overdose, 27% of them during last 6 months. Opioids were the cause of overdose
in 82% of cases, and 68% who experienced an overdose didn't call the emergency department. The data on
overdose incidents is difficult to obtain, because there is no term “overdose” in Ukrainian medical statistics.
Not all regions provide data to monitoring centers, so we assume that the real number of intoxications and
overdoses are significantly higher.

I.B.  Psychosocial syndemics and HIV in Ukraine

Substance abuse in Ukraine is related to other psychosocial epidemics (such as depression, violence, and
sexual risk behavior). These psychosocial epidemics, collect in a geographic are where they interact to exert a
mutually reinforcing, harmful effect on health, including HIV

conditions to HIV that they have been called psychosocial
syndemics (Figure 1). Syndemics in Ukraine have several social
and structural antecedents:
Substance use disorders, mental health disorders, and
HIV are highly stigmatized in Ukraine. There is an
insufficient understanding of the nature of these “ ]
disorders and their prevention and treatment among HIV
providers and policymakers alike. epidemic
The Russian invasion and war in the east has led to
many hardships and likely negative impact on both HIV
incidence and the prevalence of substance use
disorders.
Ukraine, like many other countries, continues to struggle

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with access and use of treatment for substance use disorders and HIV care. The longstanding legacy of
Soviet-era abstinence-based ideology has left the country with a large network of inpatient and
residential treatment programs that are costly and ineffective. A national study of abstinence-based
recovery models found as little as 10% efficacy in treating opioid use disorders.

Cognizant of the issues related to syndemics of substance use and HIV epidemics in Ukraine, the Substance
Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) with funding from the United States President’s
Emergency Plan for AIDS Relief (PEPFAR), embarked on the establishment of the International PEPFAR
ATTC (I-ATTC) in Ukraine. The new I-ATTC in Kiev will support SAMHSA's efforts to help Ukraine build
capacity to provide addiction services, and enable SAMHSA to eventually extend its reach to other PEPFAR
countries in the surrounding region. I-ATTC in Ukraine is a part of a larger network of ATTCs, uniting 11

centers in the US, 3 centers in Vietnam, 1 regional center in Thailand and 1 center in South Africa.

I. [I-ATTC OPENING CONFERENCE IN KYIV, UKRAINE

II.LA.  Conference participants

In its opening conference, the I-ATTC in Ukraine was introduced as a tool to provide training, technical
assistance and technology transfer the model to a wide variety of stakeholders working in the addiction field. It
also aimed to lay the foundation for the ATTC's future collaboration with local and international organizations in
Ukraine to help facilitate changes in policies and attitudes related to the treatment of substance use disorders

Parliament graced the opening ceremony of the event. The following Ministries delegated their representatives
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to take part in the Conference: the Ministry of Health, the Ministry of Social Policy, and the Ministry of Interior.
Additionally, the representatives of the following international organizations attended and presented at the
conference: The United States Agency for International Development (USAID), United Nations Office on Drugs
and Crime (UNODC), World Health Organization (WHO), Global Initiative on Psychiatry (GIP). See Appendix
A. List of Participants for details. Also, the Opening Conference provided an opportunity for SAMHSA'’s Acting
Deputy Assistant Secretary, Ms. Kana Enomoto, to explore how SAMHSA may best support the in-country
operations and program of newly established I-ATTC in Kiev. The breakdown of the participants from Ukraine
by their professional affiliation is presented in Figure 3.

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II.B. Conference topics and themes

The conference featured introductory and didactic presentations, including but not limited to the following
toplcs (see Appendix B for additional details on the conference agenda):

SAMHSA's work globally;

SAMHSA-PEPFAR activities in Ukraine;

Goals and Objectives of the I-ATTC in Ukraine;

UNODC and WHO Programs in Ukraine;

Current substance use, mental health and HIV situations in Ukraine;
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Psychosocial syndemics perpetuating the HIV epidemic;

Policies on substance abuse and mental health treatment in Ukraine;
Stimulant use and risk of HIV;

Law enforcement and legal framework of the problem;

Treatment of substance use disorders in penitentiary and other systems.

Presenters and participants explored the burden of substance use and mental disorders in HIV and establish
the link between substance use and the HIV epidemic in Ukraine. Examining the relevance of psychosocial
syndemics brought the understanding of a broader context of the issues and understanding of substance use
as a major driver of the HIV epidemic in Ukraine. Provided overview of substance use disorders, mental health
disorders, and HIV in Ukraine with the emphasis of needs and challenges to be addressed to achieve the
epidemic control underlined the need to scale up substance use services, especially medically assisted
treatment.

The I-ATTC was introduced as a powerful, flexible tool to enhance efforts to achieve HIV epidemic control in
the setting of high rates of injection drug use. Participants received an overview of the SAMHSA ATTC
Network uniting 11 ATTC Centers in the US and 4 international HIV-ATTC centers in Vietnam, Thailand, South
Africa and Ukraine and its progress in achieving the mission to promote and guide effective sharing of
knowledge among stakeholders involved in SUD treatment, facilitating an increase in availability and
improvements in delivery of research-proven and culturally appropriate treatment in community settings, as
well as building and supporting a well-trained recovery-oriented addiction treatment workforce. In order to
accelerate the diffusion of innovations the ATTC network utilizes a comprehensive array of technology transfer
strategies, namely: development, dissemination, and implementation (transition and adoption of technologies).
Establishment of the ATTC in Kiev will ensure that these tools and strategies will be at the disposal to be
translated to Ukraine context. A separate presentation was held on the achievements of the ATTC in Vietnam,
as a show case of the model effectiveness in where the In order to show case the effectiveness in scaling up
substance use services and achievement of epidemic control among PWID. The Ukraine-HIV ATTC takes
shape with the intent to provide technical assistance and technology transfer to key stakeholders, leveraging
expertise in narcology and psychiatry to partner with HIV service providers.

II.C.  Current Policy Framework

There is growing recognition of the limitations a drug use strategy focusing on supply reduction, punishment,
and legal pressure. Several policy-makers and advocates in Ukraine expressed their interest in moving
towards a health-focused approach based on comprehensive, evidence-based HIV prevention and substance
use treatment strategies. The National Strategy until 2020 is a roadmap towards evidence-based HIV
prevention, treatment and support services for people who use drugs. The Strategy identifies several pillars of
action and transition plans, including building the capacity of the health sectors and communities to provide
voluntary treatment, reducing harm of drug use, ensuring accessibility of opioid agonists and other medication
assisted treatments, as well as prevention and early intervention services rooted in science. There is also an
increasing understanding among the treatment community and policy makers that in treatment of substance
use disorders emphasis should be on person-centered approaches, assessment driven interventions, and a
combination of medication-assisted treatment with psychosocial interventions and recovery support. The
Ministry of Health has recently liberalized the legislation governing the medication-assisted treatment. Opioid
agonists can be prescribed by non-specialty (hon-narcologist) physicians; there is a new provision to receive
medications for 7-10 days at the physician’s discretion; and the possibility to provide integrated treatment at

/
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opioid agonist therapy sites. Yet, there is still a need for comprehensive and science-driven drug and alcohol
policies in the country to enable the implementation of best practices in the treatment of substance use and
mental health disorders. Legislation is complicated and fragmented. The responsibilities of managing and
monitoring substance abuse are split at the national level between different organizations as well as branches
of the Ministry of Health and lack coordination and strategic leadership. Implementation of evidence-based
approaches to substance abuse treatment is limited in its scale. According to the recent report by the Deloitte
group, there is no legislation in place to define or guide the choice of appropriate type of services to be
provided to patients with substance use disorders. Substance abuse treatment is provided based on Ministry of
Health regulations that are outdated. SUD treatment services are mainly provided by specialized drug
treatment facilities (e.g., dispensaries), while primary healthcare centers run limited medication-assisted
treatment programs. There is no single designated authority (unit/department) in the country that is responsible
for day-to-day coordination and implementation of policies relating to substance abuse.

Il. Collaborative, participatory planning for the new |-ATTC Ukraine

In order to engage the key stakeholders around the development of the Ukraine ATTC's future work-plan, the
final part of the conference focused on small group work/assignments and presentations. Workgroups were
asked to consider: tangible steps that can be taken to improve substance abuse and HIV treatment services;
the role that the ATTC might play in supporting these efforts; and approaches to measuring progress and
effectiveness of the work. The outcomes of the small group work were clustered into three categories,
summarized below:

1. Professionalization of addiction workforce:

a. Cascading trainings: Identify and train Master Trainers from all regions on Science of Addiction,
substance abuse screening and assessment, HIV risk-assessment, case management, working
in multidisciplinary teams, motivational interviewing (MI) and other evidence-based treatment
interventions;

b. Use of echo-trainings, technical assistance, and technology transfer, and supervision to

disseminate knowledge and build substance abuse treatment and recovery skills of local

workforce;

Develop guidelines for school teachers;

Incorporate addiction-related content into the curricula of medical school programs to achieve

systemic change at university-level;

e. Adaptation of treatment guidelines for opioid a non-opioid type of substance use disorders;

Developing guidelines on treatment referrals and case management for various patients along

the continuum of care

2. ATTC Technical Assistance:

a. Translate and disseminate treatment standards and protocols for different types of substances
and different types of treatment settings;

b. Monitor and evaluate stakeholders in determining current system and service gaps, and
avenues for improvement of treatment and prevention services;

c. Facilitate linkages with non-governmentally provided services.
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3. Other recommendations

a. Develop certification standards and practices for practitioners who completed the I-ATTC
training and technical assistance programs;

b. Develop “one stop shop” services standards and guidelines for integrated addiction treatment
and comprehensive services

c. Support implementation of guidelines for ARV therapy and social care for substance users.

d. An advisory board will be formed with guidance from local and international partners.

e. A meeting will convene to assess the needs of stakeholders and promote partnership and
innovation.

f. Oblasts and other regions with high prevalence of HIV will be targeted in the initial efforts with a
plan to deliver measurable improvements in indicators such as improving HIV testing and
retention in HIV care.

V. Summary

Using technology transfer, the I-ATTC has every potential of accelerating Ukraine’s efforts to achieve HIV
epidemic control. Substance use is a major problem in Ukraine, one that complicates every aspect of efforts to
prevent and treat HIV. Substance use treatment is a powerful tool for HIV prevention and enhancing the care
and treatment of people living with HIV. The I-ATTC, with engagement and support by local and international
stakeholders, will work with these stakeholders to accomplish the following:

1. Examine policy and structural barriers that influence syndemics such as alcohol and drug use.

2. Provide training, technical assistance, technology transfer, and education on substance use to improve

prevention, treatment, and rehabilitation efforts

3. Promote service integration in HIV care
With partner support, the I-ATTC will accelerate achievement of HIV epidemic control and reduce the burden of
HIV and substance use in Ukrainian communities.
